Since

April 2011 to Decem-

ber 2011 we have had

our Heifer Tube up to

help buy a "Gift Ark".

The money we collected was added to the "Gift
Ark" fund at District Office. The Gift Ark each
cost $5,000.00. This animal gift provides live-
stock—two each of pigs, cows, trios of rabbits,
donkeys, beehives, sheep, llamas/alpacas,
flocks of geese, goats, oxen, flocks of chicks,
trios of ducks, trios of guinea pigs, water buffalo
and camels —also training for struggling fami-
lies worldwide.

Here is one story: At just 4 years old, Marisol
Huaraya is still a little too young to realize how
much brighter her future is because of Heifer
International. But her parents, Daniel and Julia,
are grateful beyond words for the alpaca, train-
ing and support they have received from Heifer
supporters. The Huarayas live in Pitumarca,
Peru—a tiny village high in the Andes Moun-
tains. And in these inhospitable conditions, rais-
ing alpacas and llamas is one of the few ways
to earn a living. That is why Heifer provided
Daniel and Julia with one male alpaca, one vet-
erinary medicine kit, grass seeds and training in
agroecological production and improved live-
stock management. “The male has been used
in two breeding seasons producing offspring of
better quality,” Daniel reports. That means
more income for the family to put toward food
and for Marisol’s schooling. And it also means
the Huarayas will be able to pass on the gift of
improved livestock to another family in the re-
gion. “We all have needs and deserve the op-
portunity to have a better future.”
