The City of Wyoming is committed to maintaining your online privacy


How voluntarily-provided information is used

If you voluntarily send us information, it will be used for governmental purposes. These purposes may include, without limitation, helping us respond to your request for information; looking into a problem you are bringing to our attention; or keeping lists of interested people (e.g. prospective employees). We will not rent or sell information identifying you as a particular person (name, address, phone number, etc.) to third parties without your permission. We will also not disclose credit card information, except for purposes related to your credit card transaction, or with your permission, or as required by law.


Hosting of some parts of cityofwyoming by outside parties

Some content on portions of this website resides on servers run by independent entities or jurisdictions. These portions include (but are not limited to) all or portions of the sites for the Jones County and Midland School. These partner entities have direct control over what information is automatically gathered, whether cookies are used, and how voluntarily-provided information is used, and thus we can not represent that they abide by this privacy policy. However, most of these entities have posted their own privacy policies at their websites, and most have stated that their privacy policies.


Children

We ask parents to guide their children when children are asked to provide personal information online. We ask children to get their parents’ permission before providing any information online. Visitors should be aware that the collection of personal information requested from or volunteered by children on-line or by email will be treated in the same manner as information given by an adult and may be subject to public access.


Site Security

For site security purposes and to ensure that this service remains available to all users, the City employs commercial software designed to monitor network traffic to identify unauthorized attempts to upload or change information or otherwise cause damage. Unauthorized attempts to upload information or change information on this service are strictly prohibited and may be punishable by law.


Unless a particular web page on the City of Wyoming’s website indicates that encryption technology is being used, the user should not assume that information uploaded through that web page to the City of Wyoming’s web server will be treated as confidential.


Iowa Open Records Statute

Chapter 22 of the Iowa Code establishes general policies for access to government records in Iowa, including information contained in public records of state and local governments. Other sections of the Iowa Code, as well as certain federal statutes, also deal with confidentiality issues.


Iowa Fair Information Practices Act

Iowa Code Sec. 22.11 recognizes concerns website visitors may have about public records that include information about them, including the right to correct inaccurate information.
